Each night at Galactic Blast 

Vacation Bible School, we 

were welcomed by Galileo 

the Gorilla who, along with 

Commander Alexander, 

used information about the 

universe to teach us about 

God.  We learned to praise 

the Lord of all Creation as 

we were reminded of Godôs 

creative and creating power.   

 

The ñrealò Galileo lived 

from 1564-1642.  He was an 

Italian physicist, mathemati-

cian, astronomer, and phi-

losopher who played a major 

role in the Scientific Revolu-

tion. Albert Einstein called 

Galileo ñthe father of mod-

ern science.ò   

 

Galileo was an outspoken 

champion of the view that 

the sun ð not the earth ð 

is the center of the universe.   

This heliocentric view was 

denounced by The Church 

who found it, ñfalse and 

contrary to scripture.ò  Gali-

leo was warned by The 

Church to cease his support 

for this view, and when he 

refused, he was tried, found 

to be suspect of heresy, 

forced to recant, and spent 

the rest of his life under 

house arrest.  (This informa-

tion about Galileo is from 

the internet dictionary, 

Wikipedia.) 

 

Galileo was willing to think 

outside the box.  He did not 

accept conventional truth.  

He was willing to ask ques-

tions and raise issues even 

when The Church found his 

ideas to be threatening.  

 

As Christian leaders in the 

21st century, what conven-

tional truths are we willing 

to challenge?  Are we will-

ing to ñthink outside the 

boxò when it comes to is-

sues like the environment, 

war, human sexuality, and 

poverty?  Like Galileo, 

when we challenge conven-

tional truth and wisdom, we 

may find people questioning 

our faith, even to the point 

of claiming our views are 

heretical.   

 

We are followers of Jesus, 

and Jesus challenged reli-

gious teachings that were 

based on scriptural tradi-

tions.  ñTurn the other 

cheek.ò  ñDo good to those 

who persecute you.ò These 

were ideas out of step with 

the traditional teachings of 

Jesusô time.  These ideas 

were a threat to the estab-

lished religious order.  But 

Jesus was bold to proclaim 

the truth in love.
